  Dear Friends,  

May in St. George tends to be a transitional month. The weather changes from warm to warmer; snowbirds 
fly North; the school year comes to a close and summer starts.  The song that comes to mind in such       
transitions is “Turn, Turn, Turn” by the Byrds – maybe you remember it?   
 
The song is based on Ecclesiastes 3: 1-10 which in brief, says: “For everything there is a season, and a time 
for every matter under heaven: a time to be born, and a time to die; 
a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is planted;   a time to kill, and a time to heal; 
a time to break down, and a time to build up; a time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a 
time to dance…” 
 
One way to read this passage is to suggest that each of these things is appropriate at certain times, another 
way to read it is to describe the seasons of human experience. It’s the later understanding of this passage that 
served as inspiration for this article. In our lifetimes there are many seasons. We happen to now be in a very 
strange season: a pandemic. 
 
The shared experience of looking forward to change from the season of pandemic life to post-pandemic life 
is one to anticipate and wonder about. There remains a bit of the unknown in what it will look like.  For that 
reason it’s a logical time to ask what we want our shared “post-pandemic life” to be like.  We may be      
anxious to return to the way things were and that’s completely understandable and yet, it may be prudent to 
take pause to think creatively together as we restart ministries at New Promise. Without intentionality about 
our post pandemic life, in all likelihood we will default to what was. That maybe ok for some things but 
there are some things we may want to revision for the sake of moving forward in a post pandemic world.  
 

We are inviting the Council to consider some of these things in reading a resource called: The Post-      

Quarantine Church by Thom Rainer. This quick little read book offers no certainties or formal plan for     

understanding life post pandemic but encourages prayer and intentionality in the time in which we find    

ourselves. 

What is for certain is that no matter the season, we are church together and both your Pastors covet your 

prayers for New Promise as we look ahead to our shared future.

Pastor’s Reports 

Pastor Jill 

¶ Day Camp  -  Aug 2 – 5   the Day Camp Team has read through the 
new RTLC protocols for summer day camp and feel we are able to 
comply with most all of them. There is one however, we are in 
process of trying to negotiate and that is the protocol which firmly 
closes registration two weeks prior to the start of camp so that  
daily temperature checks can be made for 2 weeks.  

¶ We have implemented a deadline like this on our own before and 
history tells us it doesn’t work in this community. In addition, Day 
Camp is an outreach to the community and the city has a limit on 
how long advertisements can be up around town (15 days prior). 
The majority of our students come from the community and we 
feel this is not a protocol we want to implement and we definitely 
don’t want to turn away anyone who comes. 

¶ Considering this, the team is both excited and apprehensive about 
breaking out on our own this year to put on Day Camp at New 
Promise. We feel we need to listen to the Holy Spirit here – that 
maybe in the midst of this negative, God could be doing something 
good for NP. In a way, we’ve been preparing for this day for the 
past 5 years and puts many of the Growing Young essentials into 
play. 

¶ Mission Trip-Our final Mission Monday is May 3 and our 
“sending service” is May 23rd.  Flight is June 5 at 11:40 am the 
congregation is invited to come to the STG airport to see us off. 
Sun June 13 will be a “sharing service” where the congregation 
can celebrate the experience as we relay it through story/ sermon 
and personal witness of the trip. 

¶ Faith in an Anxious World - There is also a significant amount of 
energy around the concept with many of our young people. Martha 
Heuer and Pam Nicholaus will be leading this along with me. 
Dates April 11,18,25 & May 2 from 10:30 – Noon  

 

Pastor Joe 

¶ We did hire an irrigation plumber to repair a leak in the irrigation 
system. This was an urgent matter as we believe that the same shut 
off value supplies water to the Fire suppression system. The leak 
has been repaired.  

¶ There are 10 people signed up for the Promise Discover class this 
Sunday. For those who intend to become member we will welcome 
them in worship at a date to be determined.  

¶ I am excited to start the Adult Ed Class on Examining Conception 
of God, which will begin Thursday of next week. I encourage 
council members to consider participating.  

¶ I have registered for the 2021 Grand Canyon Synod Assembly 
taking place June 11 & 12 via Zoom. John and Marsha Watson 
will be our lay delegates.

Stephen Ministry  

Pastor Joe and the Stephen Leaders are putting  
out a call to people of New Promise who may be  
interested in becoming a Stephen Minister. As 
you know, Stephen Ministers provide Christian 
support to members of our congregation who 
have suffered a loss of a loved one or may be  
experiencing personal losses in their life that are 
too difficult to deal with without some support. 
The Stephen Ministers job is to walk with their 
care receiver rather than “solve” the problem. 
That help requires that the Stephen Minister  
meet with their care receiver for one hour each 
week. That care is done by phone at this time, 
but within months (assuming continued progress 
on the pandemic) Stephen Ministers will be able 
to meet face to face.  

If you are interested, you may feel comforted      
to know that before you are assigned a care     
receiver you will receive excellent extensive 
training to prepare you to assume the role of  
care giver. Once you are seeing a care receiver 
you will also meet with the Stephen Leader 
team, Pastor Joe, Stephen Leaders, and the other 
New Promise Stephen Ministers to receive       
support and supervision. The training and the  
supervision meetings are lively and very helpful 
for all involved.
