There are two reasons for this. First | believe that this ministry is an
important way we live out our claim to be a friendly congregation and it is a
ministry that we all should own and not just the small group of members who
currently make the visits.

(Louisiana border) and a FEMA rebuild, sponsored by the
Methodist Relief Organization. This was by far the hardest
physical labor of the week. The day was spent gutting a
house with flood damage. We stripped interior walls to the
studs, ripped out a bathroom, kitchen cabinets, as well as
pulling up layers and layers of linoleum and flooring.
Although an extremely hot day spent in long pants, long
sleeves, and masks, it was very satisfying to help "Miss
Mary" get her house ready for the next group to come along
and help. She has been displaced in a FEMA trailer for
almost 3 years.

The rest of the week was spent working on four houses
already under roof for Habitat. The first 3 were in Beaumont
and the fourth in Port Arthur. Here we met and worked with
12 youths and their sponsors from McAllen, TX. There was
LOTS of painting! Several of us are now pretty good at
caulking and trim work. Counter tops were cut to size, fitted,
and secured. About 30 small sections of sheet rock were
measured, cut, and nailed in place, which then needed to be
mudded and taped. Window shades were installed. Tom
Weaver, Lakes Lutheran (A GE electrician) was able to
repair plugs on a much needed compressor and radial arm
saw, and GREATLY appreciated by Kevin, the HFH project
Construction Manager.

Everybody kept busy and when a task was completed
Kevin was asked for the next assignment or we joined
others to help complete their activity. Our whole group felt
that much had been accomplished in the time spent at each
of the 3 job sites.

Habitat provided excellent custom made box lunches 4
days, pizzas anot her day,
gourmet lunch of barbecued sausages & chicken breasts,
plus a pot of beans (superb) made by his wife, on the last
day. Kevin shortened Saturd
cited the weather for his decision (it was the hottest day in a
week of above normal temperatures). TV weather
forecasters were advising listeners to curtail their outdoor
activities. No one argued wi

One day, Tom Larkinsds Aunt

sandwiches, salad, chips, and cake for dessert. They also
had been taking care of Tomand Car ol 6s 12
He was one excited kid to be with his parents for a few
hours. (first time away)

Everyone we met - the Habitat supervisors, prospective
homebuyers, their friends and relatives putting in volunteer
hours, were so welcoming and appreciative of what we
were doing. It meant a lot to them that we would come all
that way to help their community.

Kevin mentioned that because of there being so much work
yet undone along the entire Gulf Coast, prison
administrators were making an effort to have prisoner work
crews fill in when volunteers were not available. Due to the
current lack of funds and cut backs in personnel the prisons
have discontinued their participation, being unable to
properly cover the required supervision of these crews. He
also said that the Jefferson County HFH had no volunteer
groups for 3 weeks prior t
remarkable non-profit organization in our thoughts and
prayers.

Were there hardships to face? You betcha! Would we do it
again? Anytime!l We d6r e already | ooki
will do next year. In the meantime, we can keep ourselves
aware of the next scheduled local Habitat build. Las Vegas
HFH is also interested in getting more volunteers from our
area.

Thank you again for your prayers and monetary support.
Without you, we couldn't have been a part of such a
rewarding ministry. Hope you will think about coming
along next year.
