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For the Season of Lent we tried a different seating
arrangement in the sanctuary. We arranged the chairs into four
sections all facing the center of the room where the altar sat on a
raised platform. | didn’t hear all of the feedback, but enough to
know that some people liked it and others did not. My favorite
comment, which was spoken without any real opinion about the
change, was, “l guess we are giving up technology for Lent.”
| liked this comment for the way it captured one aspect of what the
change meant for us as a worshipping community.

From a leadership perspective the change posed some
practical problems, like: how to serve communion; how to preach
to people on all sides without getting dizzy; and how not to exclude
half the congregation in whatever is happening in worship. But,
the reason for the change was to create a different, more intimate
atmosphere, for the season of Lent. There is a message that is
communicated, whether we realize it or not, in the way we sit to
worship. Sitting in a circle communicates community. With Christ
at the center we face not only the pastor or worship leader, but
each other—the community. And even though it is less practical
and limiting it is the ideal setup for Christian worship which is, at
heart, a community activity. In Lent we wanted to emphasize this.

Battle the Germ Hot Spots in your house.
Every conventional suggestion for battling these hot spots
relies on solutions that are bad for our houses and the
planet. So instead, here is a different plan of attack that
skips bleach and its friends, and relies on tested
alternatives and some simple strategizing.

THE KITCHEN SPONGE
Statistics show that there can be 250,000 bacteria per
square inch on the handy kitchen sponge- the very
implement that we use to clean our food prep areas
and eating surfaces is swarming with bacteria.
The moist pores that make a sponge such an effective
cleaning device also make it a perfect cozy village for
germs, and very hard to disinfect. Wiping counters or
dishes with a dirty sponge will only transfer the
bacteria, like dastardly E. coli,
from one item to another.

Solution: Beware of sponges labeled with
“anti-bacterial” or “kills odors” as those are
impregnated with triclosan. Instead, use pure cellulose
sponges and sterilize them every day
by one of these three methods.

* Boil in water for three minutes.

* Wet, squeeze, and cook in the microwave
for two minutes.

* Run sponge through the dishwasher.

He writes that he is
familiar with St. George because he had a medical
practice in Elko, Nevada, for 20 years before attending
seminary and becoming a missionary. He plans a
home visit in late summer and hopes he can visit our
congregation in August or September.

Pastor Joe is working with the confirmation classes to
produce a video about our church that we can share
with Dr. Young and his parishioners in Guyana. We
hope to receive more information soon about them and
their work in spreading the Good News of the Gospel
in Guyana.

Just over 700,000 people inhabit Guyana (about the
size of the population of Alaska). English, indigenous
dialects, Creole, Hindi and Urdu are the languages
used. Guyana is a society deeply divided along ethnic
lines. The country is over half East Indian with almost
a third of the population black and 14% mixed. East
Indians predominate in rural areas, constituting the
bulk of the Ilabor force in the sugar-growing
plantations.

They comprise nearly all the
rice growing industry. Blacks
are concentrated in the

urban areas, employed in
clerical and secretarial positions
in public bureaucracy, teaching
and semi-professional
positions. They are predominant in the state structure.
Half the country is Christian with one-third Hindu and
less than a tenth Muslim. The two largest Christian
