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A Word from the Council

This summer at the ELCA National Assembly and also at the various
synod assemblies around the country, Lutherans will be engaging in an
intentional dialogue around several controversial issues, such as the issue of
human sexuality and the ELCA “Peace Not Walls” initiative regarding the
situation in Israel and Palestine. You will likely be hearing and reading about
ELCA resolutions and the voting results on these and other issues in local and
national news outlets. Issues like these have sparked contentious dialogue in
many congregations, often because the broad array of opinions voiced are
rooted in deeply held faith perspectives. But even beyond these larger issues,
Lutheran’s have a history of dividing over smaller but no less contentious issues
such as the color of hymnals, Sunday morning worship times, and whether or
not to start a pre-school ministry at the church. For this reason, it is important
that when we engage in dialogue around controversial issues we should do so
in a way that is befitting of our identity in Christ, and trusting that the Spirit works
through our dialogue to allow discernment and greater clarity in the Body of
Christ.

In light of the potential for controversy that we live with as humans in a
fallen world let us covenant with one another at New Promise to approach all
potentially contentious conversations with the following attitudes:

e Love—Our response to those who have differing opinions on these

and other controversial issues must be guided by Christian love.
There are faithful people on all sides of these and other
controversial issues that the church faces.

e Listening—Be patient as you listen to others. Issues are complex
and nuanced; don’'t assume that you know another person’s
disposition about an issue based only on their initial statements or
based on their positions to other issues. Take time to listen and
fully understand another’s position before you share your own.

e Forgiveness—Because our responses to such issues are deeply
rooted in our faith and experience, they tend to be emotional. Avoid
reacting out of emotional responses to the issues or to the reactions
of others. But also recognize that feelings can and will be hurt in
any substantive dialogue and it will be necessary to seek the
forgiveness of others and to offer forgiveness to others along the
way.

e Prayer—Despite the issues that divide us, there is something far
more important that unites us—our common baptism and faith in
Jesus Christ as Lord, who calls us to be a community of faith.
Therefore, pray fervently that Christ’'s church might not be fractured
or hindered in its mission in the midst of these and other
controversial issues.

We should recognize that the church has always been confronted with
controversial issues. These are a natural part of living in a broken and imperfect
world. But how we go about reaching resolution on such issues is as important
as the resolutions themselves. It is important that we not lose sight of who we
are in the midst of our dialogue around controversial issues. We are to be
Christ to others—not just those outside the church but to one another as we
discern God’s will and seek consensus on these and future controversial issues.

Congratulations New Promise!

We just passed the first anniversary
of worship in our new building. Our
physical presence on Valley View
witnesses to Christ’s presence in us
and around us. So much so, that
others want to join our community of faith. But have you noticed how
it's impossible to keep track of all those new names and faces. As in
any group or organization, growth brings both challenges and
opportunities. In 2009, your council has chosen to study, discuss,
maybe argue, and yes, definitely pray about what growth means for
this community of believers called New Promise.

The “experts” who study church size would place New Promise at
the crossroads between a Pastoral and a Program church.® Now
that our average Sunday worship attendance is well over 150, we
have met the threshold for a Program church. The research says
this is the most difficult transition to make. Why? As the name
implies, the Pastoral church revolves around the pastor. First,
people expect to have their spiritual needs met through their
personal relationship with a seminary trained person (like a pastor-
led bible study).Second, the church thinks of itself as a family where
everyone knows everyone else, and expects the pastor to be part of
their day-to-day lives. Leaving this “warm and fuzzy” arrangement
for something else causes anxiety in all of us.

The Program church replaces the one-on-one relationship with the
pastor with other avenues of spiritual feeding called, you guessed it,
programs. These many and diverse programs may focus on
different ages, gender, or a special interest like motorcycles, but
each of them serves two critical needs. For new members, they are
an entry point to join a small “family” within the larger church
community. For the rest of us, they provide a trusted circle of fellow
believers within which our faith is nourished and our lives are
mutually supported. In this type of church, the pastor(s)’ crucial role
is to recruit, equip, and inspire key program leaders — lay and
ordained, paid and unpaid. An analogy from biology refers to the
Program church as multi-celled, compared to the Pastoral church as
single-celled organism.

This type of change is evolutionary and doesn’t happen overnight
(thank goodness). But, if we want to continue to expand Christ’s
presence in this place and time, it's a journey | believe we must
begin. As a guide for the journey, the council is using the book
“Raising the Roof: The Pastoral-to-Program Size Transition” by Alice
Mann of the Alban Institute. Please engage council members with
your thoughts and ideas, and in return we ask for your prayers of
support. It will be a challenge to leave our Pastoral comfort zone,
but the opportunity to grow in ministry and be the hands of Christ to
others is both our calling and duty as his followers.

at my former home church, First

Congregational Church UCC in

Elkhart, Indiana. Pastor Anne

Cubbage was on a few days vacation

after the Christmas holiday, and the

church’s organist, the Reverend Richard Dunn, spoke
that day. He shared an anecdote about his own
pastoral days when a parishioner who was single
mentioned that Sundays celebrating the Christian
family always left her feeling a bit left out, since she
was not a member of a traditional, nuclear family. Dick
Dunn talked, then about “family” in its broadest and
most inclusive forms.

Reverend Dunn had recently read and was
recommending a book by Mitchell Gold titled Crisis,
with the subtitle, “40 Stories Revealing the Personal,
Social, and Religious Pain and Trauma of Growing Up
Gay in America”. The book is a series of essays by
persons famous and not famous about growing up with

sexual orientations other than heterosexual.
Recognizable names among the contributors include
Episcopal Bishop Gene Robinson, television

personality, Nate Berkus, actor Richard Chamberlain,
former NBA basketball player, John Amaechi. In his
sermon on that Sunday in December, the Reverend
Dunn observed that every contributor who had been
raised in a faith tradition felt most ostracized, most
judged, most alone when he or she was in that faith
community. This was true regardless of whether the
writer were Christian, Jewish, Muslim, Mormon.

I bought a copy of Crisis to read myself and then place
in our church library. One doesn’t even have to read
all forty essays to get a sense of the hopelessness and
despair in which these writers grew up. Sadly, the
stories have a repetitive quality in the writers’ feelings
of rejection, loneliness, and guilt. The book’s
contributors “reveal what made them feel alone and
unloved — and at times so hopeless suicide seemed
the only option.”

So, the Reverend Richard Dunn, whose own family
includes his wife of many years, and a number of
adopted and foster children, spoke of the Christian
family as one of inclusion and acceptance, love and
respect, for all our family members. Gold’s book,
Crisis, is a powerful record of the pain caused when
persons are excluded from community and family
because of their sexual orientation.

We would like to be able
to distribute in October.

School Kits

e Padded or spiral notebooks of wide- or college-
ruled paper approximately 8” X 10 1/2" totaling
150-200 sheets (if using 70-sheet notebooks, please
include three); do not include loose-leaf paper

e One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded
steel blades work well)

e One 30-centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters
on one side and inches on the other

e One pencil sharpener

e Six new, unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers;
secure together with a rubber band
One eraser approximately 2-1/2" long
12 sheets of construction paper in assorted colors
(if necessary, fold in half to fit into the school kit bag)

Tips to Cool Down & Save

Imagine if, when having gone to sleep on a hot sweaty
night with welcomed air conditioning you wake up in
the wee hours a bit chilly and turned off the air
conditioner instead of pulling on more covers. If
everyone did that we’d probably save the world from
global warming. Here are more air conditioning tips,
17 of them:

+ Avoid indoor heat- and moisture-generating activities.

* Reduce the amount of heat in your home by controlling heat
sources such as incandescent lights, dishwashers, dryers, ovens,
and solar gain through windows and insufficient insulation.

* Remove unwanted heat and moisture at its source (showers,
laundry, cooking, wet basements and crawlspaces) with spot
ventilation or drainage.

* Prevent heat and moisture movement from outside to the inside
with air sealing and insulation.

* When discomfort is a problem, start with the least energy-
intensive solution, such as a fan.

» Using a fan while the AC is operating can allow you to increase
the temperature and still feel comfortable.

* Using ceiling fans instead of, or in conjunction with, the AC will
increase your comfort at higher thermostat settings by moving air
over your skin, creating a wind-chill effect by evaporating sweat
and cooling you off.

» Shade sunny windows with landscaping, shades, curtains, or
awnings.

» Open windows at night.
» Use natural ventilation instead of AC.

* When using the AC, close all windows and turn off exhaust fans
(unless they are removing source heat and/or moisture).

» Upgrade older central AC systems with new, high-efficiency
compressors.

* Increase your AC’s lifetime and reduce its operating costs with
proper periodic maintenance such as: checking the refrigerant
level, condensate drain, controls, and air filters, and cleaning the
evaporating and condenser coils. Clean or change filters monthly
and clean the cooling coils and fan blades as needed.

* Central air conditioners rely on ductwork. This ductwork needs to
be properly sealed, insulated, and balanced to provide maximum
efficiency.

» Have the compressor professionally serviced at least every two
years.

» Use a programmable set-up thermostat to automatically turn the
AC off when you are out of the house, and turn up the
temperature at night.

* When you leave the house, turn the AC off!

A thriving Sunday School was established
along with a youth group. King of Glory is located in a village
named Belle Vue and is in a rural can farming area across the
Demerara River from Georgetown, the largest city in Guyana.

From both my family and St. Philip's
Lutheran Church in Fridley, Minn., |
learned the value of giving to others.
From as early as | can remember,

| brought offering envelopes to Sunday
School, pennies for the birthday bank, : i, dort NG
change for the globe, gifts for the W A =
Angel Tree, and food for the food shelf. But as | got older, | felt the
need to give more of myself and to take a step outside of my
comfort zone. The mission trip to Mexico was the perfect
opportunity to extend myself in a bigger way. Last summer's
mission trip to Juarez, Mexico was an awesome experience. | felt
close to God in a way that | never have before. The mission trip
helped me realize what it really means to share God's love in the
world At first | was reluctant about going on the trip to Mexico. It
interfered with how | wanted to spend my summer. | wasn't crazy
about the idea of a 34-hour bus ride or sure if | would be
comfortable being around so much poverty. | prayed about it and
decided this trip was something that | needed to do. | knew the trip
would be worth giving up some things. When | reached the work
site on the first day, | was struck by the poverty the people lived in
every day. The family we served used a primitive outhouse that
they had dug in the desert sand. Their house was a makeshift
shelter made of discarded pallets and cardboard. The roads were
gravel and littered with trash and the air reeked of garbage and
sewage.

Our main task on the trip was to build a two-room house for a
family of five, including their grandmother. Though the house
would be an improvement from their cardboard shelter, it was
going to be smaller than my living room at home. In spite of the
meager conditions in which this family lived, | quickly realized they
have what really matters in life. They have a close, loving family
that works and plays together. They have a strong faith that gives
them hope when life is difficult. They have a giving spirit and
shared the little they had with us.

While | was moved by the family's love, devotion and generosity, it
was my interaction with the children that really touched my heart
and helped me give myself. The children laughed with me, played
with me and helped me with the work. They helped me understand
how much alike we are, even though we are from different parts of
the world. We were able to connect despite being from different
cultures and circumstances. | knew that God's love was present
there. | believe that this family gave me much more than | gave
them. | went to Juarez, Mexico to give my time and sweat so they
could have a real home. | helped give them a sturdy house, some
rugs for the floor and a Bible. | also gave a little boy named Mario
my Abercrombie and Fitch visor, which | am sure he is still
wearing. The family gave me an appreciation for another culture
and a new understanding of what God has given me in my life.
They showed me how gratifying it is to give.
