I write you having just come back from the 2009 Grand Canyon 
Synod Assembly. Pastor Joe, Janine & Paul Leuthauser and I 
travelled to Phoenix, AZ for the 3 day event and participated in the 
worship services, the workshops and in voting on the various 
resolutions presented.  I must admit, I don’t find too many Synod 
Assemblies that are exciting to be a part of. This being my first 
Assembly here in the Grand Canyon, I was interested as to what it 
would be like. What I enjoyed most was hearing from Bishop Steve 
Talmage. 
The theme he chose for the Assembly was: “Reaching the Lost, 
the Least, the Last and the Little.” He spoke about the importance 
we, as Christians, must place upon reaching each of these groups 
of people (the Lost, the Least, the Last and the Little). Through 
advocacy, contributions to food banks and shelters, in helping the 
immigrant, the victims of abuse and all those who are 
marginalized, we reach out with the hands of Christ and share the 
gospel. It seems in our world today, there is an even greater need 
for others to serve as the voice for these four groups of people. 
And we can be that voice. As Bishop Talmage emphasized, we 
MUST be that voice. 
Here at New Promise, we reach out through our Dixie Care and 
Share collection of food, through Soles for Souls and through our 
World Hunger Offerings but I challenge us to think of other ways 
we can serve the Lost, the Least, the Last and the Little in our 
communities. It might be one on one, helping someone find 
housing or showing them the way through an addiction. Could it be 
providing a location for the Soup Kitchen during the renovation of 
their current location? What other ways could we …could you…be 
reaching out to this community in need?  
 

Prayer: 
Lord Jesus Christ, you came that we might have life. We give you 
thanks for that great gift. Stir us to reach out and share that gift 
with others. Help us to be your hands in this world. Help us to 
reach out to the Lost, the Least, the Last and the Little in our 
community – that your Word can be made known. This we pray,

Bishop’s 2009 Assembly Recap 
 

The Grand Canyon Synod Assembly gathered June 11-13 under the theme of 
“Reaching the Lost, the Last, the Least and the Little.”  We assembled at the 
Phoenician Resort in Central Phoenix which was a real gift after our 
contracted site went into foreclosure in April. This assembly had 328 voting 
members and 52 guests participate. 
 

Bishop Paul Stumme-Diers, Greater Milwaukee Synod and Pastor Mick 
Roschke did a dialog Bible study on Luke 4: 16-20 and Luke 10, “The parable 
of the Good Samaritan.” They did an excellent job of expounding the texts with 
real life examples and stories. 
 

We offered a variety of workshops that provided a link to our theme. On 
Thursday night we offered a traditional service highlighting Latino music. I 
preached on the Luke 4 text using a question the Rev. Jim Wallis raised at the 
Bishop’s Briefing worship last September, “Is Jesus’ Mission Statement, Our 
Mission Statement?” We closed our assembly with our Assistant to the Bishop 
and Director for Evangelical Outreach, the Rev. Charles Newman preaching 
within a praise service with the focus on Matthew 25: 31-46. 
 

The Rev. Stephen Bouman provided the Churchwide report and did a great 
job of making connections with our theme and the importance of 
understanding the value of being the church together.  He also provided a 
workshop on Immigration- “They are Us”. We also enjoyed a banquet with a 
hymn sing and some stories from those who have benefited from the ministry 
of Lutheran Social Services of the Southwest. 
Recognizing the social statement on human sexuality and the task force’s 
recommendations would be a major focus for our plenary sessions, an hour 
time slot for small caucuses was intentionally created. Every voting member 
was assigned a caucus. Voting members were separated from their church in 
order to create a better chance for multiple viewpoints and more voices to be 
heard. Synod Conference Deans and some Synod Council members served 
as facilitators. Ground rules and a timekeeper were provided. All of the 
memorials and resolutions being presented were open for the caucus to 
discuss. Time allotted for each was determined by the group. There was 
positive feedback regarding this offering. I think it did carry over into the 
plenary sessions as the tone was quite subdued and comments were 
respectful toward different viewpoints.  
 

 
Voting:  
A memorial to reject the proposed social statement was defeated 97 Yes,  
204 No  
 

A memorial to accept the proposed social statement was passed by using 
voting cards, I estimate a 2 to 1 margin  
 

A memorial requesting a Super Majority (2/3) vote on the implementing 
resolutions of the task force’s recommendation was defeated 134 Yes, 160 No  
 

A memorial supporting the task force’s recommendations was passed 190 
Yes, 99 No  
 

A resolution in support for the ELCA’s “Peace Not Walls” Campaign was 
passed 3 to 1 with voting cards  
 

Thanks and gratitude was expressed to all staff and volunteers who provided 
the support and leadership to carry-out this assembly. Next year’s assembly is 
planned for Loews Ventana Canyon Resort, Tucson, Arizona, June 17-19, 
2010.

Dixie Care and Share Responds to 

Growing Needs 
 

Dixie Care and Share is a food bank and shelter which 

is available to people of all walks of life when there is a 

need.  Dixie Care and Share is St. George, the people 

and organizations of St. George who really care to help 

their brothers and sisters.  Dixie Care and Share is able 

to function because the community gives. 
 

To view the influence Dixie Care and Share has had 

during this economic challenge that is now in full force, 

I’d like to share some numbers with you.  When 

someone comes in to the Food Bank to ask for help 

feeding their family, we take their signature, their social 

security number, and ask how many are in the family 

that they are trying to feed.  Each month this data is 

tracked in order to understand what our needs are.  We 

also keep other activity numbers in order to understand 

the Utah universe to share the food comparison from 

last year to this: 

                                              March 2008      

Total provided food               2,924 people      

Total represented                   8,291 family members 
 

                                              May 2009  

Total provided food               6,385 people 

Total represented                 21,340 family members 
 

As you can see, there has been a dramatic change 

during the 14 month period.  The other change, though 

numbers don’t tell this, is that the customer mix is not 

the same.  During 2008, we saw mostly people who 

were clearly “down and out”, those who had never had 

a lot and who could not recover from a bump in the 

road.  Now we are seeing a lot of people who were part 

of the “middle class” last year; people who have lost 

their jobs, or who had an illness that has wiped out their 

funds, and who need the help of others to recover. 
 

These are some telling numbers at the Food Bank;  

other requests reflect problems caused by the faltering 

economy.  During May 2009, Dixie Care and Share 

gave services in the total value of $242,672  

to the community.

Singing with the Lutherans  
by Garrison Keillor 
 

I have made fun of Lutherans for years – who 

wouldn’t, if you lived in Minnesota?  But I 

have also sung with The Lutherans and that is 

one of the main joys of life, along with hot  

baths and fresh sweet corn.  We make fun of Lutherans for their 

blandness, their excessive calm, their fear of giving offense, their 

lack of speed and also for their secret fondness for macaroni and 

cheese… but nobody sings like them.  If you ask an audience in 

New York City, a relatively Lutheranless place to sing along on 

the chorus of Michael Row the Boat Ashore, they will look 

daggers at you as if you had asked them to strip to their 

underwear.  But if you do this among Lutherans, they’ll smile 

and row that boat Ashore, up on the beach AND down the road!  

Lutherans are bred from childhood to sing in four-part  harmony.  

It’s a talent that comes from sitting on the lap of someone 

singing alto or tenor or bass and hearing the harmonic intervals 

by putting your little head against that person’s rib cage.  It’s 

natural for Lutheran’s to sing in harmony.  We’re too modest to 

be soloists, to worldly to sing in unison.  When you’re singing in 

the key of C and you slide into the A7 and D7 chords, all two 

hundred of you,  it’s an emotionally fulfilling moment.  I once 

sang the bass line of Children of the Heavenly Father in a room 

with about three thousand Lutherans in it; and when we fnished, 

we all had tears in our eyes, partly from the promise that God 

will not forsake us, partly from the proximity of all those lovely 

voices.  By our joining in harmony, we somehow promise that 

we will not forsake each other.  I do believe this:  People, these 

Lutherans, who love to sing in four-part harmony, are the sort of 

people you could call up when you’re in deep distress.  If you’re 

dying they’ll comfort you.  If you’re lonely, they’ll talk to you, 

and if you’re hungry, they’ll give you tuna salad!  The following 

list was compiled by a 20
th

 century Lutheran who, observing 

other Lutherans, wrote down exactly what he saw or heard:  
 

1. Lutherans believe in prayer, but would practically die if 

asked to pray out loud.  

2. Lutherans like to sing, except when confronted with a 

new hymn or a hymn with more than four stanzas. 

3. Lutherans believe their pastors will visit them in the 

hospital EVEN when they don’t notify them  that  they 

are there.

Greetings Friends!  

The picture at right is of St. John Lutheran 

Church, Williamsburg, Corentyne, Berbice. In all, the 

Evangelical Lutheran Church in Guyana (ELCG) is 

comprised of 47 congregations organized into 13 

parishes. The parishes vary 

in size from one to seven  

congregations, the number  

determined by how many  

congregations in a certain  

geographic area are required 

to support one pastor’s  

salary. At present there are 

seven pastors in the ELCG, 

including two ELCA  

missionaries. Two parishes  

are being served by commissioned deacons under 

pastoral supervision and four pastors serve two 

parishes. 

 

   The ELCG was founded in 1743 by Dutch planters. 

Our churches are often marked with a swan, a symbol 

of Lutheranism brought from Holland. It is said to 

stand for the preaching of the gospel in the language 

and culture of the common people. (from Rev. Richard 

Young’s June newsletter)  

 

   In preparation for Pastor Young’s visit to New 

Promise in September, a group from the Outreach 

Ministry team, aided by our youth, are working on a 

DVD presentation of our congregation and its mission 

that Dr. Young can take back to Guyana with him. We 

hope to begin a communication directly with fellow 

Lutherans in Guyana in this way.

Uses for Apple cider vinegar: 
1. Dandruff - Use apple cider vinegar on your scalp. It will 
remove the dandruff from your noggin and won't pollute the 
water supply. Use a mixture of 50% water and 50% vinegar 
to make an invigorating skull wash. 
2. Head lice - Apple cider vinegar can also help with head 
lice. Separate and clip the hair up into four sections and 
start combing, stopping to wipe the lice and eggs on a towel 
every few strokes. Continue until all the sections are done.  
Repeat, wash the combs, and start again. You should comb 
through the hair until not a single egg or nit shows up! This 
will probably take an hour or so. Pour a cup of vinegar into a 
pitcher of water. Vinegar is also supposed to help loosen the 
eggs. Wash the hair out with the vinegar rinse and then with 
water.  
Wait a day, and then repeat the process, sitting down, 
putting in the conditioner and combing through the hair. You 
could be surprised after the last comb-through that the little 
parasites are back; although if they are, they should be back 
in greatly decreased numbers.  Again, comb through the 
hair until not one of the lice shows up. Repeat again, and 
yet again. Usually two weeks will pass until all the lice are 
gone. Clothes, towels, and bedding will need to be washed 
in hot water, and their mattress and room vacuumed 
thoroughly. Use the hottest setting on the dryer and dry for 
the longest time you can without harming the fabric.
