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Dear Friends,

In my former congregation, | regularly told Bible stories to the
children in the church’s preschool program. | remember telling them
once about a very special baby boy. They heard how his mother, out of
love for him, set him in a basket by the side of the river to protect him
against Pharaoh’s plan to kill him. As soon as they knew the story was of
a very special baby boy, some of the children were quick to guess his
name to be Jesus. (it was Moses).

Children, churched and un-churched alike, are familiar with the
baby Jesus because he’s just about the only baby ever emphasized in
the Bible. But what about the man, Jesus? The Savior, Jesus?

Little girls like fairy tale endings. Stories like Cinderella, Snow
White, and the Ugly Duckling stick in their minds. The characters are
appealing and the story ends happily ever after. Little boys like the good
guy/bad guy books. They like to pin villain against hero and see the good
guy prevail. Just take a look at how popular superheros are right now
among boys age 5 — 13. These are the stories that children remember.
But how are these stories so different from the story of Christ Jesus our
Lord?

The story of our salvation has a kind of fairy tale ending: the hero
dies but he rises again and the story goes on. We are the one who rides
into the sunset. We are the ones who take the prince as our husband.
Our story is of salvation from sin and death. Our story has the good
guy/bad guy as well. Can you think of a worse bad guy than Pilate?

So why is the Easter Story not on the children’s top 10 list of
things to read? My guess is that it has something to do with the fact that
the main character in the story of our faith happens to be real. He'’s
someone who also challenges us to look at ourselves closely...at our
sinfulness and see there, the need for God’s mercy and grace. In this
day and age, reflecting on personal need for forgiveness is not popular.
It's not fun and it’'s not something we do very well. And yet, it's necessary
for a people in need of that fairy tale ending. We need to hear the story
of the cross — the whole story too — not just the resurrection part.

The Easter Story is God’s gift to us.
So, tell and tell the story and
maybe, just maybe it will make

it to the top of someone’s list.

“Three Cups of Tea” is the inspiring story of
Greg Mortenson, an American mountain climber
who fell short of his goal and wandered into an

impoverished village in the Himalayan
Mountains along the Pakistan/ Afghanistan border.

Lost and injured, he was nursed back to health by the
villagers and, moved by their kindness, he promised to
return and build them a school. Many mountaineers made
similar promises, but Greg Mortenson kept his promise.
Under extreme danger, hardships and building challenges,
with the hard-working and eager people of the village
providing the labor, the school was built. Over the next
decade Mortenson built not one, but fifty-five schools in this
remote, forbidding area. The view of the villagers was that if
their children were educated they would be much more
difficult for the Muslim extremists to recruit. It is the true
story of how one man of character and determination really
can make a difference, one school at a time.

This man’s story is of special interest to those of us at
New Promise because Greg Mortenson is also the man who
developed the “Pennies for Peace” program that we
contributed to last year. His rallying cry is:”"Once there are
pencils, let us use them as peaceful weapons in the war on
terrorism.”

“Three Cups of Tea” is one of the most remarkable
modern adventure stories of our time, a dedicated
humanitarian who is making a difference in what is currently
one of the world’'s most dangerous areas.

GREEN IDEAS

All-purpose cleaners can take care of a multitude of household messes, but many also contribute to indoor air pollution, are
poisonous if ingested and can be harmful if inhaled or touched. Here are a few tips to finding cleaners that are just as
effective but won't pollute your air.

Full ingredient disclosure: Always buy products from companies that list every ingredient by name on the package or their
web site. This may be difficult, as cleaning product manufacturers aren’t required to list specific ingredients on their labels.
Lacking specific ingredient listings, choose products that tell you what’s not inside, for instance "No ammonia," "No chlorine,"
"No petrochemicals" and "No sodium lauryl or laureth sulfate." Dye-free and fragrance-free products: Both are
unnecessary additives that are usually derived from petroleum. Fragrances may also contain hormone-disrupting phthalates.
Avoid unsubstantiated and vague claims, such as "natural,” "organic," "ecologically friendly" or "non-toxic." The term
"biodegradable" is meaningless on cleaning products, as most substances will eventually break down given enough time and
the right environmental conditions.

1 Look for products packaged in post-consumer recycled plastic or cardboard.
1 Look for cleaners in large containers or bulk packages, and buy concentrates, which use less water.

When you get home, leave all products in the original packaging, which should provide instructions for use and any
cautionary and first-aid information.

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MISSIONARY SPONSORSHIP
UPDATE

On February 22 we recognized Dr. Young’s missionary
service in Guyana at worship through a Dedication to
Mission segment. Those who had not yet signed the
missionary sponsorship covenant were invited to do
so. These signatures are on permanent display on a
wall in the building; see if you can find them! Our
heartfelt thanks to Michael and Debbie Foot, owners of
Sunset Framers, who donated all the display items we
use to help keep you informed about our missionary.

Some of you might wonder where in the world Guyana
is located. Guyana extends over an area of almost
83,000 square miles (slightly smaller than Idaho) on
the northeast shoulder of the South American
continent. The country mainly runs southward and
inland for 450 miles. Guyana borders on Venezuela
and Suriname. Its climate is tropical; hot and humid
moderated by northeast trade winds with two rainy
seasons, one from May to mid-August and another
from mid-November to mid-January. There are three
distinct geographical areas—the coastal belt, the
forested and mountainous area, and the savannah
zone. The narrow coastal belt, a thin strip only 10-40
miles in width (just 4% of the land area), is intensively
cultivated and is home to 90% of the population. This
area actually lies several feet below sea level at high
tide and is protected from the
sea by an elaborate system

of dams, walls, and groynes -
similar to the system in the
Netherlands, from which
Guyana'’s first European settlers
originated. Some natural .
resources include bauxite, gold, MlSSlO"tlTl/
diamonds and hardwood timber.

An arm not used will atrophy. The Christian steward is
called to live in courageous faith.

The front page of a Texas newspaper a few years ago
carried the picture of a young and beautiful mother born
without arms and legs. The State Department of Public
Welfare had charged in court that she was incapable of
taking care of the five-month-old daughter.

During the court hearing the mother surprised everyone by
proving she was competent to take care of her baby.
There, before their eyes, she undressed and then dressed
the baby again by using only her lips and tongue.

The judge was so impressed that he not only awarded
custody of the baby to her, but said, "I have to commend
you very much for your courage, spirit, and ingenuity ...
You have proven that physical endowments are only a part
of the spectrum of resources that human beings possess."

The young mother was a good steward of her wounds.
She did not dwell on what she did not have.
Rather, she chose to use to the utmost what God
had given to her.
