I’'m pleased that there is still a sense of
excitement at New Promise, and not just about the building, but also, and
more importantly, about ministry to the community.

Naturally, having lived in the space for a year now, there are a
few dings in the paint, a few holes in the walls, and a few stains on the
carpet (most of which came out nicely—thank you, Gayla). To us these
things should not just be discouraging signs of wear and tear; they should
be seen as scars of ministry. In 2 Corinthians 11, Paul boasts in the trials
and scars he endured during his ministry. 2*Five times | have received
from the Jews the forty lashes minus one. ?*Three times | was beaten
with rods. Once | received a stoning... For Paul these things were all part
of doing ministry. So it is with us. Though we work to keep our building
well maintained and clean, even so, let us boast in the signs of ministry
which are evident in every stain, scar, and smudge on our building.

Lastly, I have found New Promise Lutheran Church a wonderful
and exciting place to do ministry. My family and | are blessed to be a
part of New Promise Lutheran Church. | am blessed to call myself your
pastor for this first year of ministry at 244 S. Valley View Dr.

A Flood Update and Prayer Requests from
Bishop Rindy

Greetings,

It's been a while since | last updated you on what is
happening in East ND. All of ND is in what | would
describe as a "shotgun" disaster, in that so many
communities are being drastically affected all over the state.

| spent yesterday on the road visiting with pastors in Lisbon
(2,500), Valley City (7,500), and Jamestown (15,000).
Each of these communities are living with chronic flooding,
which means they are living with elevated flood waters for
several weeks, rather than a couple of days. Lisbon's river
level is 4' higher than their previous record. Key reservoirs
are having to let out more water than desired to avoid
breaching and dam failure (in both senses of the word!).
Valley City has evacuated the majority of their population
and is living with elevated, record, flood levels, with a
major failure to their sewage system. This damage cannot
be repaired until the water goes down, so the town's
inhabitants may not be able to return until June 1!

Jamestown is in a similar situation. There are many more
stories...

The good news: These events continue to bring out the best
in some of God's people. Major, concentrated, losses of
homes are at a minimum.

The not-so-good news: These events are long... three weeks
of having a potential threat hanging over one's head is quite
stressful. Up in Adams, ND, a young man was returning
home over a road he had traveled just a few hours earlier,
only to find the road had been washed out, his pickup swept
off of the road. They still haven't found his body over a
week later. Funeral arrangements are pending. Another 27
year old man stopped for a traffic offense in Minot jumped
out of his car to flee police, jJumped into the river to get
away, and was not seen again.

Hundreds of people outside of towns have had overland
flooding and homes inundated with water, but because they
are not concentrated in one place, they are not news
worthy. The loss of livestock, farmland/crop planting is
still being counted. Flooding is going to continue for weeks
here, not to mention all that follows once we get past the
actual flood. What can you do? Pray for us. The stress is
great. That being said, some pastors lights are really
shining brightly right now.

We have set up several ways for people who want to help
to do so.

1. Congregations can form teams. LDR will coordinate
teams with abilities to where they can serve best. This time
iIs coming soon for some communities and these
opportunities will last for months.

2. There are congregations that are having a tough time
meeting, let alone taking offerings. It would only
compound matters to have their pastors have to leave
because they need to make a living to keep going too. We
have set up three funds for those who wish to make
monetary donations:

3. THE KITCHEN SINK

Do you hear a buzz in your sink? Salmonella, campylobacter, and
E. coli are having a little party in your drain. The kitchen sink is a
terrific venue for bacteria. Food and grime get stuck around and in
the drain, and bacteria like that very much. From there, migration
to the basin and faucet [Salutior: g
Scrub the drain area and as far down as you can with baking soda
and a toothbrush to get rid of food particles and grime. Always
clean the sink after you have prepared food containing dangerous
organisms. And clean the sink two times a week with a
homemade antibacterial soft-scrub formula, see recipe below.

DIY Antibacterial Soft Scrub (I nspired by Anj
Soft Scrubber) 1/2 cup baking soda, Tea tree, lavender, or
peppermint Castille soap (see note) 5 drops antibacterial essential
oil such as peppermint, tea tree oil, oregano, lemon, thyme, or
eucalyptus. Pour the baking soda in a bowl and slowly stir in
enough liquid soap until you have a thick paste, add essential oil.
Use as you would a commercial soft scrub. Note: Only use liquid
soap if you have soft water. If you have hard water, use liquid dish
detergent.

This month | would like to share with you some words
directly from Pastor Young, our missionary in Guyana.
His complete newsletter can be found posted in Luther
Hall on the missionary display board.

Greetings from Guyana!

If I tell you that this
banana tree is growing
in my back yard, you
might guess that | am
writing you from
somewhere in the tropics.
Guyana is located just
above the equator in
northern South America.
Our hours of daylight and darkness stay virtually the
same the year around, and so does the temperature and
humidity. A cool night will dip to 80, a hot day will
reach 90, and the humidity rarely goes below 75%.

When the banana is going to bear, at first just
the brown cone appears. As its leaves curl up the baby
bananas are revealed, each behind its own small yellow
flower. The bananas grow and develop for several
weeks before they are ready to pick. Each banana
“tree” will just bear one time. It then needs to be
chopped down and the small suckers at its base
allowed to grow up. The suckers can be dug and
transplanted as well, and so you could soon have a
banana plantation.

Guyana is said to mean “land of many waters”. It is
mostly very flat and hot and wet — full of snakes,
mosquitoes, crime, poverty and an infrastructure that
just does not work a lot of the time. But there can be
beauty anywhere if we are willing to look. We are all
grateful that God can look beyond the insufferable
parts of our lives and still find something to love. And
we pray that the Holy Spirit would work on us so we
too can find something to love in everyone.
