Earlier the assembly also approved a resolution commi
the church to find ways for congregations that choose t
so to "recognize, support and hold publicly accountable
long, monogamous, same gender relationshigmtgh the
resolution did not use the word "marriage.” The action
the assembly change the church's policy, which previg
allowed people who are gay and lesbian into the orda
ministry only if they remained celibate.

There is still much divisiombout this issue within the ELC,
and in our own congregation. For the sake of the Chur
would ask us to respond to this issue prayerfully and
humility, respecting the bound conscience of those
differ with us on this issue.

Other notable esolutions passed by the 2009 assen
include a resolution adopting full communion with t
United Methodist Church, a resolution adopting an EL
strategy on HIV and AIDS, and a strategy for engageme
Israel andPalestine.

Direction #4 7 Maintain and grow ministry to all families,
with new focus on families with working adults and young
children at home. Goal: Education Team to study the needs
and description for a Youth Director position.

The Education Ministry Team (aka Youth Ministry) has

A key piece of their strategic plan is to start laying the
groundwork now for adding a paid position of Youth
Minister (not ordained clergy) to the New Promise staff 12-
18 months from now. This is an ambitious plan requiring
much prayer and consideration from all of us.

Direction #5 i Reach out to the local community through
assistance programs, worship and fellowship, and sharing
our new facility. Goal: Council to obtain demographic data
of St George region and church neighborhood.

June 19, 2009; ROME i World hunger is projected to reach a
historic high in 2009 with 1.02 billion people going hungry every
day, according to new estimates published by the Food and
Agriculture Organization (FAO) of the United Nations.

The most recent increase in hunger is not the consequence of poor
global harvests but is caused by the world economic crisis, which
has resulted in lower incomes and increased unemployment. This
has reduced access to food by people who are poor, says the FAO.

According to FAO Director, General Jacques Di ou f , AT
hunger crisis poses a serious risk for world peace and security.
We urgently need to forge a broad consensus on the total and
rapid eradication of hunger in the world and to take the necessary
